Session Title: Building a Culture of Literacy in the 21st Century 5-8 Classroom
Big Idea: Culture of Literacy 
Essential Question: 
· How does creating a culture of literacy in today’s 5-8 classrooms build productive 21st century learners?

Participants will KNOW: 

· Terminology connected with building a culture of literacy in the 5-8 classroom
· Vocabulary is critical to the development of a literacy-rich classroom
· Six building blocks for creating a culture of literacy in the 21st century 5-8 classroom

· Creating a classroom culture of literacy with high quality standards-based instruction is the cornerstone that provides all students the opportunity to be successful 21st century learners.
· Differentiated Instruction, embedded in all components/building blocks, allows us to meet diverse learning needs of all students in the literacy rich 21st century classroom.
· Active student involvement in classroom assessment and instruction has research-based positive effects on the achievement of at-risk students.  

· 21st Century Learning Skills and Technology Tools CSOs are not learned well in isolation but have added value for student learning and understanding when incorporated into standards-based planning and instruction.

· View a teacher-designed video created in Photo Story 3 to establish the need for building a culture of literacy in the 21st century 5-8 classroom
· Model getting to know students with a name tag glyph
· Model the use of instructional technology tools, Password and StudyStack, to clarify classroom culture of literacy vocabulary

· Deconstruct a Seventh Grade CSO by identifying the learning targets, DOK level and assessment method(s)
· Identify and discuss different types of formative assessments during a Snowball Fight activity
· Highlight two techSteps Tips  
· Find similarities and differences within the Teach 21 Instructional Guides, Unit Plans and Project Based Learning (PBL) designs and list examples of literacy embedded in each
· Use the Teach21 Strategy Bank to explore high quality instructional strategies
· Begin to create a RAFT writing strategy

· Model the need for collaboration by constructing a mystery puzzle
· Use response cards and/or personal responders to engage learners, monitor understanding and provide immediate feedback
