
Title I Part A Assurance Statements
The Applicant hereby assures the chief state school officer that:

2.1
The Title I Part A program will comply with all state statutes and federal law.  Appropriate records will be provided to the State Educational Agency (SEA) as needed for fiscal audit and program evaluation.

2.2
The Local Educational Agency (LEA) has selected schools for participation in Title I Part A on the basis of the highest percentage of poverty level children and has distributed Title I funds to schools on the basis of the number of poverty level children.

2.3        The LEA will achieve and maintain comparability annually.

2.4
Funds made available through this statute will be used to supplement and not supplant funds from non-federal sources.

2.5
The state and local fiscal combined effort per student will be maintained with not less than 90 percent of the amount being used for computing the effort in subsequent years.

2.6 
The LEA will provide services to eligible children attending private elementary and secondary schools in accordance with section 1120, and timely and meaningful consultation will occur with private school officials regarding services.

2.7
The programs are designed to provide services which will provide significant help to the participating children and that the program is of such size, scope, and quality to give reasonable promise of substantial progress toward meeting the state high quality standards.

2.8
Procedures have been adopted for evaluating the effectiveness of programs under this statute and the LEA periodically reviews and revises the LEA and schools plans.
2.9
Title I Part A projects are designed and implemented in consultation with teachers, parents, and other stakeholders to give broad based involvement in shared decision making.

2.10
Parents of participating students will be involved on an on-going basis in the planning and design of the LEA project and will annually assess the effectiveness of the parent involvement program.

2.11
The LEA will coordinate and collaborate, to the extent feasible and necessary as determined by the LEA, with other agencies providing services to children, youth and families, including addressing children’s handicapping conditions, limited English proficiency, health and social services.

2.12
The LEA will inform eligible schools and parents of schoolwide project authority and the ability of such schools to consolidate funds from Federal, State, and local sources.

2.13      The LEA will provide technical assistance and support to schoolwide programs.

2.14
The LEA will work in consultation with schools as the schools develop the schools’ plans for schoolwide projects and assist schools as the schools implement such plans or undertake activities in targeted assistance schools so that each school can make adequate yearly progress toward meeting the State content standards and State student academic achievement standards.

2.15
The LEA will fulfill such agency’s school improvement responsibilities including taking corrective actions as appropriate.

2.16
The LEA will take into account the experience of model programs for the educationally disadvantaged, and the finding of relevant scientifically based research indicating that services may be most effective if focused on students in the earliest grades at schools that receive funds under this part.

2.17
In the case that an LEA chooses to use funds under this part to provide early childhood development services to low-income children below the age of compulsory school attendance, the LEA ensures that such services comply with the performance standards established under section 641A(a) of the Head Start Act.

2.18      The LEA will work in consultation with schools as the schools develop and implement their plans or activities under section 1118 (parental involvement) and 1119 (qualifications for teachers and paraprofessionals).

2.19     
The LEA will comply with the requirements of section 1119 regarding the qualifications of teachers and paraprofessionals and professional development.

2.20    The LEA will inform eligible schools of the local education agency’s authority to obtain waivers on the school’s behalf under Title IX and to obtain waivers under the Education Flexibility Partnership Act of 1999.

2.21
The LEA will coordinate and collaborate, to the extent feasible and necessary as determined by the local educational agency, with the State educational agency and other agencies providing services to children, youth, and families with respect to a school in school improvement, corrective action, or restructuring under section 1116 if such a school requests assistance form the local educational agency in addressing major factors that have significantly affected student achievement at the school.

2.22  
The LEA ensures, through incentives for voluntary transfers, the provision of professional development, recruitment programs, or other effective strategies, that low-income students and minority students are not taught at higher rates than other students by unqualified, out-of-field, or inexperienced teachers.

2.23
The LEA will use the results of the student academic assessments required under section 1111(b)(3), and other measures or indicators available to the agency, to review annually the progress of each school served by the agency and receiving funds under this part to determine whether all of the schools are making progress necessary to ensure that all students will meet the State’s proficient level of achievement on the State academic assessments described in section 1111(b)(3). 

2.24
The LEA ensures that the results from the academic assessments required under section 1111(b)(3) will be provided to parents and teachers as soon as is practicably possible after the test is taken, in an understandable and uniform format and, to the extent practicable, provided in a language that the parents can understand.

2.25
The LEA will assist each school served by the agency and assisted under this part in developing or identifying examples of high-quality, effective curricula consistent with section 1111(b)(8)(D).

2.26
The LEA has no policy that prohibits constitutionally protected prayer in public elementary of secondary schools consistent with section 9524(a).

2.27
Each LEA that receives funds under this part shall develop jointly with, agree with, and distribute to, parents of participating children a written parent involvement policy that is incorporated into the LEA’s plan. 

2.28
Each LEA will participate, as selected, in the National Assessment of Educational Progress in the 4th and 8th grade reading and mathematics.   
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
